Old shaft, near Witterschlick-Volmershoven

This shaft was about 500m from the loading trestle, to the south-west, but with no connection to it. The shaft has been filled in, but there are still a few building, in use as a farm store.

Old mine, Witterschlick-Heidgen

This mine is on the high ground to the east of the valley, and is the southernmost of three mines. The shaft has been filled in, but the clay storage building is still in use by a farmer.

Wester Tonbergbau, Witterschlick

This is the northern of the three mines and is still in use, although I could see no sign of railways.

Old mine, Witterschlick-Heidgen (north)

This is the middle mine, and is closed. However it is still intact and there are large numbers of feldbahn skips here, although nearly all the track has been lifted.

Tuff und Basaltstein AG. (TUBAG), Kruft

I could see three Kцf II locos here, but could get close enough to see details.

Gravel pit, Plaidt, near Andernach

A line leaves the DB near the Bahnhof and climbs the hill to a loading point on the north side of the road from the bypass to Saffig, near Rauschermьhle. The track is still there, but the line is now disused and there was no sign of locos or wagons.

Tollhaus Restaurant, Bahnhof Ochtendung

This loco is coupled to a restaurant car.

The OMV works was originally owned by DEA-Scholven GmbH and planning for this refinery started in the late 1950’s, with construction commencing in 1961.

I was told that the first loco was a Deutz OMx 122, and that there have since been locos by Renault (?), a Kцf, and a Kцf II, all now gone. As well as the only loco, there are three self-propelled well-wagons. These are used to bring huge pots of scrap - "Schrottkubel" - from the scrap piles to the furnaces. They are operated by remote control from a tower near the furnace charging point. When the empties get back to the scrap piles, then control is transferred to the driver of the magnetic loading crane. These cars are have a hydrostatic transmission, using 5-cylinder rotary motors on the ends of both axles of one bogie, making the wheel arrangement Bo-2DH. They were built by Badische Engineering GmbH (BSE) a subsidiary of BSW.

This works is 122 years old, and was originally Kalkwerk David Funk. However the Funks were Jews, so the works was confiscated by the Nazis and became Reichswerke AG “Hermann Gцring” Steine und Erden. After the war it became Steine & Erden GmbH, before being privatised as Kalkwerk D.Funk. It is now a subsidiary of Heidelberger Zement. There was a narrow gauge system here, on both 600 & 900mm gauge, with Deutz diesels. This system went sometime in the 1960’s.

There is now very little standard gauge traffic - none at all this year and very little last year, although the connection is still available if needed. The old Kцf II is preserved alongside the Verwaltung. The V40-1 loco belonged to Hafenverwaltung Regensburg, but was given to the local railfan club and stored here until another home can be found for it.
